
Primary intra-school/Level 1 resource: PRIMARY COMPETITION CARD 1

Quick introduction
Bee Netball is all about friendship, fair play and participation. It is relatively straight forward 
and does not require a large space. Our approach to competition now gives options and 
opportunities to involve all kinds of children in a simple child-centred way.

Quick rules: Years 3 & 4 (Fliers)
•  There should be 4 players on court with 6 in a team. A squad is made up of a maximum of 3 teams

•  Teams should be mixed with minimum of 50/50 girls & boys

•  2.43m (8ft) netball post

•  No formal positions – coloured bibs should be used to distinguish the teams

•  Pass the ball with in approx. 4 seconds

•  Players must stand still with the ball

•  If a team wins a game, they score points for their squad – the total squad score will be the culmination 
of all teams scores & the squad with the highest score will win.

Primary intra-school/Level 1 resource: PRIMARY COMPETITION CARD 2

Quick rules: Years 5 & 6 (Stingers)
•  There should be 5 players on court with 7 – 9 in a team. A squad is made up of maximum of 3 teams.

•  Teams should be mixed with a maximum of 3 boys in a team (maximum of 2 on court).

•  Players must rotate position after each quarter (or half if games are split into halves). Whilst off court, 
there is a list of role options, all of which are related to the Bee Netball Beeliefs.

•  Players must pass or shoot within 4 seconds. 

•  The rules can be downloaded from England Netball website.
